The following are the fields that are included in responses sent via the telemetry Reactive APO

· Sub product ID* – 613c8f1c-4d8f-451d-8410-fde74d9c1d67

· Client Time - Timestamp of the logged event on the client's side, formed by Reactive library

· Server Time - Timestamp of the logged event in UTC, formed by Reactive library

· Type - Internal Reactive type of action used for collection actions (details in text filed)

· Text* - Activity done by user (Report Job, SPO to SPO, OneDrive to OneDrive etc.)

· Value - Internal Reactive parameter. The value passed in the Value parameter, formed by
Reactive library 

· Session ID – When the instance of Reactive Telemetry is created, a session ID is also generated
behind the scenes and added to each event subsequently logged

· Machine ID – Machine ID is read and added to each event subsequently logged

· UserHash – The user hash generated by the Reactive Client API

· Country – The geo-located Country (from the IP address)

· State – The geo-located State (from the IP address)

· City – The geo-located City (from the IP address)
